Each session of confidential support is an opportunity to have uninterrupted time to 

focus on yourself, your issues and what you want in your life. I am a Trainer and Master 

Practitioner of NLP and am currently a diploma student in Neuro Linguistic 

Psychotherapy. As a member of INLPTA and the NLPtCA I abide by their code of ethics 

and conduct to ensure I work within my scope of practice.

The initial session will consist of an introduction to NLP and an 

overall assessment of the area(s) to be addressed in the 

relationship. At the end of this period we jointly assess 

progress and decide whether to engage in a contract for 

coaching or therapy and agree overall goals/outcomes, and 

appropriate number of sessions. If it is not appropriate for us 

to contract together I can suggest an alternative coach or 

therapist, should that be required. 

CONFIDENTIALLY 

The power of the relationship is based on honest, direct and 

personal conversations. All information disclosed is 

confidential with the exceptions of where the coach believes 

the client or another is a danger to self or others, where 

minors (under 18) are involved or if disclosure is ordered by a 

judge, coroner or other official having such power.  As a 

Diploma in Psychotherapy Student I am a member of the 

Neurolinguistic Psychotherapy and Counselling Association 

and abide by their code of ethics and conduct. To maintain 

standards of professionalism and to work within my scope of 

practice, I may discuss the case anonymously during formal 

supervision of caseload. 

WHAT IS INVOLVED? 

The services provided may address any specific personal and 

professional projects mutually agreed upon in order to gain 

insight and activate change. If you are receiving care from any 

agency (GP, hospital, psychologist, CPN), permission must be 

received by me in writing before the sessions can commence.  

Traditionally, services include three main areas:  

¶ Direct questioning and transformational communication 

¶ Formal change processes and constructive feedback 

¶ Tasking and homework assignments 

HOW LONG AND HOW MUCH? 

In many cases it is recommended that a programme continues 

for a number of sessions of weekly or fortnightly coaching 

appointments. While NLP coaching and therapy is, typically, 

short-term, the number of sessions required depends on the 

issues a client wants to address and how complex these may 

be. The usual fees are £40 – £60 per hour.  Fees for sessions 

are payable at the completion of each one, 24 hour 

cancellation is required to reschedule any session without 

charge.
